Friday was the first day for 
the Weatherford players to 
wear full pads (regulations 
required four days of 
workouts in shorts, T-shirts, 
and a helmet).

Weatherford coach Kenny Wheaton. "I [schedule our inter-squad 
scrimmage] on the first day of pads on purpose.

Wheaton said the first practice in full pads went like he expected, even 
though heat was a factor. 

"They got tired and gassed a little bit at the end," he said. "Then we 
lost some focus. That’s what we have to work through."

We bury the hatchet on any 
problem. If anyone has a problem, we get it out." 

After the seniors got serious for circle of truth, they loosened up by 
laughing at an underclassmen talent show. 

"We don’t let anyone else watch," Wheaton said. "It gets pretty silly, 
and the seniors will boo or give thumbs up or down. It builds 
camaraderie." 

The Roos will play in a scrimmage game at Stephenville on Friday.

After the Bearcats wrapped up their inter-squad scrimmage Saturday 
morning, Aledo head coach Tim Buchanan said his team is ahead of 
where it was last year. 

"We’re doing better than normal for the first week," Buchanan said. 
"Our players are doing well because they know their assignments." 

Buchanan said on Friday, in his team’s first practice in full pads, the 
Aledo offense looked sharp. On Saturday, the defense looked equally 
tuned. 

"The defense shut the offense down today," he said. "We are in great 
shape, but we aren’t quite in football shape yet." 

The Bearcats will play a scrimmage game in Burleson Friday. 
Buchanan said the offensive running game is the main area his team 
needs to improve before the start of the regular season.
